The Commission guidelines

and criteria for accreditation of
training courses for safety and
health representatives (SHReps)
require each provider to submit
an annual report on the delivery
of introductory training courses
for the year ending 30 June.

In 2020-21, 24 registered
training organisations (RTOs)
were accredited to provide the
training.

Nine providers conducted
courses exclusively in the
metropolitan area, 6 in
non-metropolitan areas, and 9
in both.

The highest number of SHReps
trained by a single RTO was
1,000 and the least number
was three. One accredited RTO
provided nil training in 2020-21.
